 Vision Zero Grants support safer streets in Northern BC 

The BC Vision Zero in Road Safety Grant program funds 

innovative projects that aim to improve safety for people who 

travel without a motor vehicle (vulnerable road users). Since 

2021, successful BC Vision Zero applicants have used funding 

to improve road infrastructure and to launch education 

campaigns in their communities. Congratulations to the 

following communities that received funding:  

• Hazelton: Walk Safer information campaign 

• Kitimat: Rectangular rapid flashing beacons crosswalk  

• Prince George: Pedestrian controlled rectangular rapid flashing beacon 

• Prince Rupert: Lions Club visibility program 

• Quesnel: Bus shelter improvements  

• Saulteau First Nations: Safe sledding hill and ice rink 

• Smithers: Downtown Corridor Revitalization Plan and Cycle 16 underpass design
